RULES FOR POSTPONING EXAMS
Students are responsible for acknowledging test schedules as posted in CANVAS, in the   course   or   clerkships   Syllabus, and/or   via   email. All   official communications from the School are sent to the student through the email account assigned by the institution.  It is the student’s responsibility to keep track of any changes in the schedule and make pertinent arrangements to comply. SJBSM is aware that special conditions may arise that inhibit the student from fulfilling his/her responsibility. The following conditions are considered valid reasons for excusing a student from taking a test at the preset day and time:

· Illness or accident  of  certain  degree  of  severity  that  may  require 
      hospitalization, emergency room evaluation, and/or to remain bedridden at home
· Illness or accident that may not require hospitalization, emergency room  

      evaluation, and/or to remain bedridden at home, but is of such magnitude that
            prevents the student from taking the exam

·   Normal and/or complications in pregnancy, childbirth, and postpartum

·   Paternity
·   Court citations
·   Participation in the armed forces of the United States of America
·   Official   participation   in   academic   or   university   state,  national   or   

  international forums

·   Death or funeral of a close family member
·   Illness or accident of a close family member that occurs on the same date of the  
  exam
·   Significant catastrophe  or  event  that  causes  severe  stress  such  as  

  household destruction by fire, atmospheric events, floods, landslides, or other

In the event that a student may need an excuse, they must visit the Associate Dean of Student Affairs Office. Students must provide evidence of the reason that justifies their absence in order to be excused. If the event occurs unexpectedly, the student must notify the Course and/or Clerkship Coordinator, or the Deanship of Student Affairs at 787 743-3038 Ext. 255 or 256. Once the event is resolved, the student must submit evidence to the Associate Dean of Student Affairs in order to be excused. Examples of valid excuses are:

· Medical excuse not issued by a relative, SJBSM faculty or Attending
· Funeral certification in case of death
· Official document and /or certification in case of forums, armed forces, sporting events, court citations, etc.
